Information Technology Acceptable Use Policy

At St Luke’s students and staff have use of computers. These computers provide services for:

· Student and staff access to educational resources, both CDROM and internet based.

· Staff and administration access to professional development and research opportunities, student databases, educational standards and practices, collaborative opportunities and successful teaching methods.

As the computers are networked and have access to the internet, children are to be under adult supervision at all times when using these computers.  This may take the form of parent-helper supervision, class teacher, teacher aide, teacher librarian or support teacher.

Catholic Education have implemented software to provide barriers to most of the known internet sites with unacceptable information.  Despite the use of these filters, staff and parents must understand that unsuitable sites may accidentally be accessed.  If this occurs, children are instructed to follow the steps outlined in the Acceptable Use Agreement.

This Acceptable Use Policy and Agreement provides an opportunity to educate staff and students on the school’s expectations and responsibilities of the user.  All members of St Luke’s staff are expected to sign a similar Acceptable Use Agreement.

Please read and discuss the Student Agreement with your child, sign together and return to school.

· I understand that if I have broken these rules, appropriate action will be taken.
